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It’s the first anniversary 
of the Tea Party mass 
protests begun in Olym-
pia, Washington. Keli Car-
ender, a 30-year old 
woman with a pierced 
nose is credited as its 
originator. She drew 120 
people to the first rally, 
then 300 and 1200 after 

that. It was quite a tea party, sprung from Keli’s 
own frustration over the bailout, healthcare reform 
which she understood as government wanting to 
“give her money to someone else based on their 
supposed needs,” and a peppering of the libertar-
ian writing of Thomas Sowell. She began with a 
Blog (of course) called Liberty Belle. The power of 
the Internet can organize people and raise money 
faster than asking a Fairy Godmother to fulfill your 
wishes. 

 

I used to enjoy tea parties as a seminarian, as stu-
dents met weekly with the Dean of the Divinity 
School over tea and bad sherry. I usually chose the 
tea. And for anyone who is an Anglophile, tea and 
tea parties have a distinctly civilized quality. And 
no one but a Brit, like Lewis Carroll, could have 
written a children’s book Alice in Wonderland with-
out making a tea party essential. 
 

It feels like all of us may have fallen down the rab-
bit hole and are confronting, like Alice, very 
strange rules and behaviors. The Mad Hatter 

hosted the tea party which Alice frankly deplored 
as “the stupidest tea party.” While looking for the 
white rabbit she encountered the Cheshire Cat 
who explained everybody was “mad.” The March 
Hare could give her directions but he was mad, 
too. “But I don’t want to go among mad people,” 
Alice lamented. To which the Cheshire Cat re-
torted: “Oh you can’t help that. Most everyone 
here is mad. You may have noticed I’m not all 
there myself.” 

 

The tea party, sacrosanct among intellectuals, roy-
alty, anglophiles, and civilized people, has had a 
hostile take-over from mindless people emulating 
the Boston Tea Party’s historic rage against taxa-
tion without representation. But we’re no longer 
fighting King George III, we have plenty of repre-
sentation and the people spoke loudly at the polls 
in November 2008 about precisely what they 
wanted and how this country must change. In-
stead, we find ourselves like Alice, engulfed in the 
“stupidest tea party.” 

 

Lewis Carroll reminds us that “Everything’s got a 
moral, if only you can find it.” I suggest that the 
current Tea party folks celebrate their anniversary 
by finding the moral in healthcare reform and en-
vironmental legislation. And if the tea party folks 
of today refuse to even glance at the Biblical ex-
hortations to care for the poor, then take it from 
Lewis Carroll himself: One of the secrets of life is 
that all that is really worth the doing is what we do 
for others.” TRG 

On Sunday, March 21st, our plate collections from 
each service will be donated to CASA.  CASA (Court 
Appointed Special Advocates) is a relatively new 
organization that uses volunteer advocates to sup-
port neglected and abused children in the court 
system.  Volunteers are appointed by a judge or 
magistrate and have the legal status to act as a 
“friend of the court,” giving them the power to af-
fect real change in the life of a child. 

Specifically, funds raised by the First Church will 
be used to support training for these volun-
teers.  Marynell Hinton will be at each service to 
introduce the WOOP collection -  and to be avail-
able at each coffee hour to answer questions about 
volunteer opportunities.

What’s On Our Plate for March? Social Justice 

Reverendly Yours Rev. Tom Goldsmith 
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The choices you and I make every day have an 
impact on the Earth, on the people and the ani-
mals, and on the future.  One significant choice 
we make each day is what we choose to 
eat.  What did you eat today?   Where did you 
purchase that food?   How far did it travel to get 
there?  How much fuel was used to transport 
it?  How were the ingredients grown?   What was 
the impact of the farming techniques on the 
soil?  How were the animals treated?  Were all 
the people who grew and transported and sold 
this food to you paid a living wage, treated 
fairly?   

  

These are the topics taken up in the UU Congre-
gational Study/Action Resource Guide on Ethical 
Eating: Food and Environmental Justice, 2008-
2 0 1 2  [ w w w . u u a . o r g / d o c u m e n t s /
washingtonoffice/ethicaleating/studyguide.pdf] 
which is currently under review.  This guide ad-
dresses issues of climate change and environ-
mental destruction, hunger and malnutrition, fac-
tory farming and the ethical treatment of ani-
mals, and social justice and safe working condi-
tions for those who grow and process our foods, 
and much more.    
  

At the end of the guide is a list of ideas for action 
– just a few of which are highlighted below: 

 

Encourage organic community gardening. 
Environmental Ministry’s Garden Group is getting 
ready to begin a new season, consider getting 
involved – stop by the Environmental Ministry 
table for details. 

 

Eat low on the food chain. The environmental 
cost to produce a plant-based diet is dramatically 
lower than that of a meat-based diet.  Did you 
know that it takes 16 lbs. of grain to produce a 
pound of beef, but it takes only 1 lb. of grain to 
produce a pound of bread?  By cycling our grain 
through livestock and into beef, we end up with 
only 6% as much food available to feed us.  IF 
Americans reduced their meat consumption by 

10%, enough grain would be saved to feed 60 
million people.  Consider going meatless one day 
a week – Animal Ministry encourages you to try 
Meatless Mondays [www.meatlessmonday.com/
why-meatless/] – along with countless others 
working to improve their health and the health of 
our planet.   
 

Choose organic food in season, from Fair 
Trade or local sources.  Organic food includes 
crops grown without the use of conventional pes-
ticides, artificial fertilizers or sewage sludge, and 
animals reared without the routine use of antibi-
otics or growth hormones. – Did you know that 
we have a local farmer who grows and sells lo-
cally grown, chemical free vegetables, all winter 
long?   Chad’s Produce can be found on many 
Saturday mornings throughout the winter at the 
Oasis Café, 151 S 500 E, SLC.  Environmental 
Ministry has more information – stop by and ask 
us. 

 

Support sustainable agriculture and farm-
ers’ markets.  The SLC Farmers’ Market won’t 
start up until mid-June, but NOW (March) is the 
time to sign up for a share in one of our commu-
nity supported agriculture programs 
[www.csautah.org/buy.html] where you pay a 
farmer up front to buy the seeds, plant the 
seeds, water and grow and care for the seeds 
and the plants until they produce delicious vege-
tables and all YOU have to do is pick up your 
vegetables from a convenient local pickup spot 
either at the Farmers’ Market or in your 
neighborhood.   
  

Stop by our tables in Eliot Hall or come to our 
meetings to get involved.  Animal Ministry meets 
on the 3rd Sunday of the month at 12:30 pm in 
the Youth House.  Environmental Ministry meets 
on the 1st Sunday of the month at 12:30 pm, in a 
room on the 2nd floor of the RE Building.
